WHEREAS, within the 2 years, there have been three fires at area Battery Energy Storage System Installations; and 

WHEREAS, the Village Board desires to put a temporary halt on such development to allow the Village of Florida and its consultants to evaluate its existing regulations and if warranted develop and implement adequate regulations for the siting and operation of such facilities in the interest of the residents’ health, safety and welfare; and 

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that LOCAL LAW 1 OF 2026, A LOCAL LAW ESTABLISHING A TEMPORARY LAND USE MORATORIUM PROHIBITING LARGE SCALE BATTERY ENERGY STORAGE SYSTEM INSTALLATIONS WITHIN THE VILLAGE OF FLORIDA is hereby adopted by the Village Board;
