X. PUBLIC COMMENT

Heather Ubides Farries Ave. just a couple questions. Number two the Greenwood Lake IMA Garbage truck. Have they been using our services now?
Mayor Harter yes
Heather Ubides I was confused because the contract says April 1st 2025 to November 30th 2025.
Attorney Cassidy it’s a continuation of an existing contract.
HU Thank you. Number three Maple Ave sidewalk, is the $64,000 in addition to any grants received?
Mayor Harter that’s all included
Trustee Werner that’s the final payment
Mayor Harter that’s the final and a portion of that will go to grants.
HU Great. The private road Local Law, when will we have information for what that is about?
Mayor Harter it will be introduced next month then we can review it. It has not been drafted yet.
Attorney Cassidy the Village received a request for a street specification effectively for appropriate sized street. We received a request from Mr. Knebel as well as others it would apply to throughout the Village. For less stringent private or smaller roads so that we didn’t go to full size streets for areas it was designed for. I think when it was introduced there were three or fewer homes, a public street may not be necessary or appropriate. The engineers have prepared specifications are being reviewed and I am preparing a local law package we anticipate will be introduced at next month’s meeting for public review normal course for Local Law.
HU I wasn’t sure if that had anything to do with the front of my house.
MH that’s the Kaye Dr water line that we approved.
Trustee Werner we are installing a line to connect the water tower to the rest of the Village. Right now the water systems are not connected. We would like to use that water especially when we clean our tank. We want nobody to lose water. We are interconnecting the water systems and doing some pressure testing.
HU it should help so you don’t have to add all the extra chemicals because it’s not being used.
AW There’s going to be some pressure issues there, it is all incorporated into the engineering plan.
Sue O’brien Farries discussed the issue of speeding on Farries
Sergeant Ramsey the other day myself and Chief Coleman were up on Farries surveying locations to put up street speed signs. The road is very narrow. We don’t have an ideal pole or a situation where we can put these signs up. We are working on it.
We are working with DPW to get these signs up to alert people  to give them the opportunity to correct their issue.
There was a brief discussion on speed sign placement.
